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How does being a follower of Jesus Christ
enrich your life?

What have you received by being a part of a
community of faith?

Sometimes we forget that the church offers
something people need. What do people need
that a community of faith offers? Theologically,
the answer is “a relationship with God through
Jesus Christ.” But that sounds so heavy, so
“churchy”, intrusive, over bearing. But the
qguestion is still there. What do people need/want
from the church?

People need and want to know God loves them,
that they have value, that their life is significant.
People need to know they are not alone; that
when they face life’s difficulties, they are
surrounded by a community of grace; and that
they do not have to figure out entirely for
themselves how to cope with family tensions,
self-doubts, periods of despair, economic
reversal, and the actions that may hurt



themselves or others. People need to know the
peace that runs deeper than an absence of
conflict, the hope that sustains them even
through the most painful times of grief, the
sense of belonging that blesses them and
stretches them and lifts them out of their own
preoccupations. People need to learn how to
offer and accept forgiveness and how to serve
and be served.

As a school for love, the church becomes a
congregation where people learn from one
another how to love. People need to know that
life is not having something to live on but
something to live for, that life comes not from
taking for one’s self but by giving of one’s self.
People need a sustaining sense of purpose.

God, strengthen and bless our congregation so

that we may discover your presence and change

the lives of people you call us to serve. Use me,
even me, to build up the congregation through
giving of my time, effort, and gifts. Use me, O
God, for you.
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The Memorial Wall is our attempt to respond
faithfully to the acts of service and commitment
of our members who have gone before us. They
were witnesses to their faith and now we follow
as faithful witnesses to ours.
