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The spring is a time of new birth and 
new expectations. We watch nature 
come alive…the flowers bloom, the 
daylight lasts longer, the trees 
become a beautiful green, etc.  Academically 
speaking it is a time of graduations and end of 
year celebrations. Spiritually we have just 
celebrated The Day of Pentecost. 
 
All of these events bring us to dream dreams of 
success. It becomes a matter of reaching goals. 
Whether having a fabulous garden, graduating 
at the top of your class or just graduating, 
stopping to plan your future and knowing God 
has a major part in that future. It is a time of 
setting goals and moving toward them.   
 

Success though is relative.  
Some see success as making a 

lot of money, living comfortably, and 
retiring easy. 

 
Others dream of becoming proficient in 

their field, making money, and having 
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folks look up to them as important and wise. 
 
Still others see success as the accumulation of 
material things – without debt. Owning your own 
house, driving an expensive car, being able to 
walk into the store and buy anything you want. 
That’s success. 
 
Then there are those who equate 
success with having a happy 
family: a loving wife or husband 
and wonderful children. 
 
To others success is long life, free from disease 
and heartache.  Everyone has a dream of 
success. 
 

The Bible says that if you “ delight 
yourself in the Lord, God will 
give you the desires of your 
heart”  (Psalm 37:4).  That’s a 

marvelous promise. The problem, it 
seems, is that it seldom happens. I 

mean, if it did it seems many would be healthy, 
wealthy and wise – for that’s what we desire, 
isn’t it? Why then, aren’t we successful – if that’s 
the desire of our heart? 
 
Could it be that we have a wrong idea of what 
success is? Is it possible we haven’t listened to 
God’s conditions for success? 
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The first condition listed – indeed the only 
condition listed – is to “delight yourself in the 
Lord.”  In other words, put God first. Jesus said 
the same thing when He told His disciples that if 
they would “seek first the kingdom of God and 
his righteousness,” everything else necessary 
for life would be given them as well (Matt 6:33). 
 
Our problem is not that we do not have 
goals. Our problem is having the 
wrong idea of success. Put God 
first and success will be yours.
