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Protection, safety, security. Where
does our security lie? Do we put
our trust in the government? in a
better home security system? In
the safety of the bank? In our own
wisdom and plans? Do we know
best?

The psalmist trusts in God who offers safety and
gives refuge. Our culture encourages us to look
for safety in all the wrong places. The words of
the psalmist go beyond mere safety and
protection. Life under God’s care is a delight, a
pleasure, a joy- genuinely good.

We cultivate our trust in divine provision through
time — tested practices of prayer and worship.
Trust in God involves risk and often makes little
human sense. Yet by placing our trust in God we
opt for true security, safety, and protection. We,
in relationship with God, have all we need to
enjoy and to face anything that comes our way.
